Ötzi the Iceman froze to death

·     Instead, it now appears the famous Iceman froze to death, possibly after losing a small amount of blood from an arrow wound to his left shoulder, as anthropologist Frank Rühli of the University of Zurich stated at the annual meeting of the American Association of Physical Anthropologists.  

·     Among other things, he’s known for being a highly fashionable man for his time since he was wearing clothes from five different animal species and being a “macho man” who had not one or two, but sixty-one tattoos all over his body. 

·     This time around, a new analysis based on X-rays and CT scans suggests that the head knocks and the severe arrow wound were not the ones that killed Ötzi. 

·     Researchers claim that his body and head injuries, studied so many times, weren’t the cause of his death. 

·     For those who might not be familiar with Ötzi, he’s a naturally-preserved mummy of a male who lived around 3,300 BC. 

·     He is considered to be Europe's oldest known natural human mummy and has offered an incredible amount of information regarding the Chalcolithic Europeans.    

·     The mummy was discovered back in September 1991 in the Ötztal Alps, from where he derives his nickname ‘Ötzi’, on the border between Austria and Italy. 

·     His body and belongings are currently on display in the South Tyrol Museum of Archaeology in Bolzano, Italy.  

·     A new study suggests that Ötzi, the 5,300-year-old Tyrolean Iceman, died of exposure to freezing temperatures in the Italian Alps. 

Scientists reconstruct face of 9,000 year-old Greek teenager

·     “It’s not possible for her not to be angry during such an era,” orthodontics professor Manolis Papagrikorakis joked.

·     The silicone reconstruction of her face was created from a terracotta mould of her head. 

·     One reason might be the fact that Dawn was possibly anemic and possibly suffered from scurvy, the researchers said. 

·     Discovered in a Theopetra Cave in 1993, the girl was named Dawn because she lived during what is considered to be the dawn of civilization. 

·     She has a protruding jaw, thought to be caused by chewing on animal skin to make it into soft leather - a common practice among people of that era - and a scowling expression. 

·     Theopetra Cave was first inhabited about 100,000 years ago, according to the Culture Ministry. Stone tools from the Palaeolithic, Mesolithic and Neolithic periods have been discovered, as well as pottery from the Neolithic period. 

·     Dawn is believed to be aged between 15 to 18 based on an analysis of her bones and teeth.

·     For people who might be interested in seeing this in person, Dawn is on display at the Acropolis Museum in Athens. 

·     Her name is Dawn.

·     Evidence also pointed to hip and joint problems, which may have made it difficult for her to move and may have contributed to her death.
